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Quick Picks ~ useful facts for the eco conscious 

pool owner 

~ Pools and gardens can account for up to 60% of water 

consumed in the home. Environmentalists advocate 

recycling water from within the household however, the 

ammonia found in cleaning agents and detergents can 

wreak havoc on your pool’s pH.  and quickly weather any 

PVC covers or accessories. Rather collect rainwater for your 

pool. 

~ For every metre2  of water surface, the average local pool 

looses a metre of water to evaporation over a year.   

~ A thermal cover can increase the water temperature by 6 

to 10°C without water being lost to evaporation. Curbing 

water aeration also reduces evaporation, so switch off 

fountains and avoid boisterous swimming to save water. 

~ In sunlight, chlorine dissipates and reverts to its natural 

gaseous state. Like all evaporative chemicals, it contributes 

to the emissions of greenhouses gases.  

~ Algae can’t survive without light which is why it is less 

prolific where an opaque or black cover is in use. 

~ Medical research has shown that frequent exposure to 

chlorinated pool water can be linked to respiratory health 

problems such as asthma and hay fever. Our pool covers 

allow you to reduce chlorine input without affecting water 

hygiene.  

~ Be responsible with backwash water. If drained into 

municipal waterways, this chlorinated water finds its way 

into rivers and dams and can harm animals and ecosystems. 

  

Fact is, pools do carry an environmental impact. With a 

responsible approach and a quality pool cover, these 

footprints can be minimised and financial savings made 

without necessarily compromising on the enjoyment you get 

from your pool.
