It is hard to fathom that while parts of the country (seven provinces to be precise) have recently been severely disrupted due
to floods and thousands of families displaced, we are staring down the barrel of an unprecedented water crisis. If you thought
the Eastern Cape was hit hard by drought last year, well, experts are saying that's nothing compared to what's coming for
Capetonians, where dams are dropping at an all time high of 2,8% a week. Cape dams will be about 45% full when the first
rains fall but if they are not 80% full by October, we can expect restrictions aimed to reduce consumption by 30%. And 30%
less water is a considerable adjustment for any household.

Meanwhile in Gauteng, acid mine drainage is an ever present threat. Toxic water levels were rising by 35cm a day
before the recent heavy rains exacerbated the crisis and, mid January, saw levels rising at 50cm a day. The pending disaster
(some say its already too late to prevent it) is even reflecting in certain JSE share prices.

Yes, this year, South Africa is set to face some it's biggest climatic challenges yet. With UN World Water Day on March
22, now is a good time to start taking a critical look at your pool’s appetite for natural resources and examine your role in our
country’s water security. And don’t think you can’t make a difference by altering just one pool’s water consumption—small
savings have a notable knock on benefits.

Remember too that winter is around the corner and given, these water issues, now more than ever pool owners need to
make plans to shut down their pool during the chilly months with any one of our range of pool covers. This alone will alleviate
stress on Mother Nature as well as the stress on your household finances—because maintaining a pool that’s not in service is
like putting fuel in a car that is on blocks!
